Subject:	Consider approval to purchase two LIFEPAK 35 Monitor/Defibrillators

Background:
The cardiac monitor/defibrillator is an essential tool paramedics use to provide life-saving intervention and patient care. The fire department currently has 4 LIFEPAK units in service. 

Two of these four units being utilized by our paramedics are in need of replacement. Justification for replacing existing units includes:

1) Age: These units were purchased in 2013 and have been in service for over 10yrs. According to Physio Control, the manufacturer’s recommendation is 8 years of service.  The American Hospital Association’s (AHA) 2004, “Estimated useful lives of depreciable hospital assets”, list the life expectancy of a defibrillator at 5 years. Based on these assertions, replacement is warranted.  

2) Availability of service and parts: These units are serviced annually to ensure proper function. The vendor contracted to provide this service has informed us that service, support and some parts will no longer be available past calendar year 2024. See Stryker notification letter dated September 2023. 

Two of the four units were purchased/replaced in 2024. $115,000 has been allocated for the purchase of the remaining two in the current FY25 Capital Budget. The actual purchase price reflected in the attached quote received from Stryker Medical is $114,858.88. Stryker has contract # 041823 with Sourcewell co-op meeting applicable purchasing requirements.
